PROCEDURE: 

Round robin league play with all teams 
finishing with an acceptable 
sportsmanship rating qualifying for the 
single elimination post-season 
tournament, provided they have not 
forfeited twice.  Teams will be place in A, 
B, and C playoff classifications based on 
their win/loss records. 
 
ELIGIBILITY: 

Team managers are responsible for 
checking the eligibility of their players.  
Rules governing eligibility may be found 
online and will be covered in the 
managers meeting material.  A team may 
have no more than two UNL Baseball 
Sport Cub members in play at one time.
